Jerry rose through the ranks serving as a lieutenant, captain, deputy chief, and as the 
department’s first assistant chief of police. Jerry was appointed police chief on August 1, 2001, 
and was the longest tenured police chief in the history of the Fresno Police Department.  He is the 
longest serving police chief of any major city in the United States.   

Jerry earned his Bachelor of Science degree in Criminology from California State University Fresno, 
and a Master’s Degree in Management from California Polytechnic University at Pomona.
